His grand-dam was Badlingham Blossom 44 (Hereford Female of the Year) and his great grand-dam was Badlingham Blossom 35 (Horned Female of the Year).  Badlingham Boyce has left the Mara herd with some wonderful daughters and he is now with Robert Eld & Craig McCreath.

Brook Finalist was one of the great sires to be used in the breed in the last 15 years.  He achieved Champion Male at Tenbury and left a wealth of wonderful females in the Mara Herd of which only 2 now remain, and he then went on to make an even bigger name for himself at Badlingham with the likes of Badlingham Beresford and Badlingham Bennett.  Had Finalist had more time in service at Badlingham I am sure we would have all been relegated to lower placings in the show ring as a result, but would probably have gained from the legacy of having more great sons of Finalist used in the breed.


PRESTONE BOXER

Prestone Boxer was Supreme Champion at Tenbury.  He was a great 93J son who was exported to Denmark.  He typed his females at the Mara producing beautiful milky females and good strong bulls such as Mara Chancellor and Mara Democrat.  Boxer semen can still be purchased from the Hereford Cattle Society.

The Mara was a continuation of the Prestone breeding herd started in 1969 by Mr Charles Mackaness  for which Bob Borwick took on the management. The female nucleus for the Prestone Herd came from the Haven with the Patch’s, Dowager’s and Oyster Lass’s propagating. In 1976 further lines were introduced from the Badlingham and Rowington herds, and later still from Mr Geoffrey Thomas at Weston.
 
The stock bulls used at Prestone were a formidable combination.
Weston Topper   -   He was a bull of great width of hindquarter and hind leg placement combined with beautiful fleshing together with a pedigree full of Tarrington blood that fits so well with the herd blood lines.
Badlingham Brewer  -  He was junior and reserve supreme champion East of England in 1978 He made history with his elder full brother at Kington in 1978 and Three Counties in 1979 by taking reserve supreme champion to Broadley on both occasions. Broadley was very successful at Westwood for many years. Brewer went on to be reserve Bull of the Year in 1979 to Broadly again.  
Wenlock Duggan  -  A sire of great size and quality and full of  Tarrington blood who went on to be Runner up Bull of the Year in 1981
 
Badlingham Broadway Bill -   A bull of great length, bone, and ruggedness, who produced tremendously milky daughters

In 1985 we saw the dispersal of Prestone Herefords and the start of Mara Herefords with six female lines from Prestone giving the nucleus. Five of the six remain today. 
MARA  FEMALES

The female lines are the strength of Mara Herefords with femininity, countainance. quality and success that goes back a long way. The herd is line bred very heavily to the great Tarrington blood that was the corner stone of the breed.  Some of the current rear have as many as 10 to 16 crossings of Wabash Allen 1X in their pedigree’s.  Allen is pure Tarrington “M” on his dam’s side of  his pedigree with Vern Diamond very prominent on his sires side. There are six female lines at the Mara all from illustrious parentage.

The Blossoms which came to us from THE Badlingham herd; undoubtedly the most successful line in the breed today. Blossom 6th was the 1st Blossom to ever leave Badlingham (top priced female of the sale) and out of the same dam as Badlingham Bossy who became a very successful sire in South Africa for Shang Moorcroft.  Blossom 6th bred Prestone Blossom P18 who went on to win Senior Female  Champion at the Royal.  P18 then bred Prestone Blossom T7 and U24.  Blossom T7 was one of the foundation females at the Mara.  In 1987 Blossom U24 was Grand Female Champion and T7 stood reserve to her at the Royal Show.  Blossom T7 produced two full brothers by Boxer who were very successful in the show ring; the elder Mara Chancellor was Reserve Supreme Champion at East of England in 1988, and his younger brother, Mara Democrat was 1st in his class at the Royal and Tenbury the same year. In1988 Mara Blossom D12 took Reserve Junior Champion at Tenbury.
 
The Bonny’s also from Badlingham are a line ready to make their mark in the show  ring for The Mara. The family came to Badlingham in Llandinabo Cherry from Major Symonds.  The line has had a great battery of sires injected to bring it up to the present day such as Chadshunt Chancellor, Wenlock Gladstone, Badlingham Brewer, Weston Topper, Prestone Boxer, and Brook Finalist. Mara Bonny D6 was purchased by Badlingham and went on to be a very successful breeder for them.
 
The Diadem’s from The Rowington herd. This line goes right back to Miss Wilton by Lord Wilton bred by T.J. Carwardine. The Medlicott’s then bred the family for many years before it became a major family at Rowington. There is a whole list of great sires building up this line such as Atok Equery, Haven Noble, Wenlock Vulgan RM, Wenlock Gold Dust, and more recently the ones we have added such as Wenlock Duggan and Weston Topper.
 
The Dowager’s from The Haven. This family goes back to the Eyton Dowagers bred by Craig Tanner. Great sires such as Vron Gaffer (Bull of the Year 1956), Haven Showman (Reserve Bull of the Year 1963) and Havenfield Eclipse (Bull of the Year 1964) are all present in this line. The females have always been big strong cows with plenty of milk and as one astute observer once said; they cover a lot of ground when the sun is overhead. The family was very successful for the Chamberlain’s and bred them a Reserve Supreme Champion at Tenbury with Beltring Ezzard Charles in 1991, and have also done very well for Mr Richard Mann.
 
The Model’s from The Sherlowe herd which go back to the Summerhill Model’s. In 1951 saw the first of the Model’s take Supreme Female Champion at the Royal Show with Sherlowe Model 2nd. Then followed a further three Royal Show championships from this line up to Model 91st being awarded Supreme Female Champion at the 1978 Royal Show. I remember as a new comer to the breed seeing Sherlowe Model 91st and 100th become Royal Show Champions and from then on it was always a dream one day to work with this family. The chance came in 1986 at the Sherlowe dispersal sale where we purchased Sherlowe Model 269th as a maiden heifer, and what made it more exciting was that Sherlowe Model 34th, the sixth dam in her pedigree was the grand dam of  Models 91st and 100th. The family is renowned for it’s femininity, thickness and overall quality.
 
The Pansy’s from Weston Court. This is a very old family that goes back to the Pitsford herd bred by G.H. Drummond. Pansy of Pitsford 2nd was grand dam of two Royal Show Champions-in 1939 Vern Nonsuch and in 1938/39Astwood Dandy. Good families always deliver. The heifer we introduced from Geoffrey Thomas, Weston Pansy 10th  was herself Junior and Grand Female Champion at Three Counties in 1983; a daughter Mara Pansy E11 was Reserve Junior Champion at the Royal and East of England, Junior Champion Tenbury and Reserve Grand Female Champion  Kington.
